Video Assignment:  EDUC 390C, Spring 2008

Counts as two journal assignments

Due April 22

Purposes 

· To use video to document how you work with your students to foster their understanding of concepts and their ability to engage in discourse about those concepts

· To use this feedback to improve your ability to engage students with the content of your lessons  

· To prepare you for the high stakes PACT (Performance Assessment for California Teachers) video assignment next semester

· To provide an alternative format for one of your supervisor observations (Optional)

Instructions

1. Prior to taping your lesson:  I will conduct a training session in use of the video equipment and transfer from tape to computer or CD.  If you are unable to attend this session you are responsible for getting the information from a peer who did attend and with familiarizing yourself with the use of the camera prior to taping.  Video equipment is available for check out in EMACS on the first floor of Tolman.  Be sure to reserve it in advance (emacsres@uclink4.berkeley.edu) and to return it on time so that the next user will not be inconvenienced.  

2. In the classroom:  Videotape a peer teaching a lesson and have your peer tape you.  You should tape the entire lesson in a continuous and unedited tape (no starting and stopping the camera).  Your lesson can be in any content area.  (FYI:  The PACT video next semester will be of a mathematics lesson.)

3. For your journal:  View the entire taped lesson with a peer and select a continuous and unedited 10-15 minute segment from your video.   The segment should be one that lends itself to addressing the prompts below.  Introduction and closure are two segments that often contain the kind of student response and discussion that work for this purpose.   Submit a journal with this 10-15-minute segment and your responses to the prompts to your supervisor. If you choose to use this clip for one of your observations, your supervisor will not read this journal until after you have met to debrief.
4. For supe group on April 22nd:  Select a 5-minute segment from your video (does not have to be the same one you selected for the journal analysis).  The most productive segment is one in which you have a genuine question about how you addressed the content of your lesson and any missed opportunities that arose, not one in which you showcase your best teaching.  After viewing the segment in supe group, you will lead a discussion responding to your questions.  Please bring samples of student work, if appropriate.  
5. For your (optional) supervisor observation): If you choose this option, select a time to meet with your supervisor and jointly view the 10-15 minute clip you prepared for your journal.  This should be your supervisor’s first viewing of the video.  While watching the clip you will engage in making your learning visible, by pausing the tape and commenting on your thinking prior to and during the lesson, as well as your thoughts as you view the segment afterwards. 

Journal Prompts to use in analyzing the 15 minute video segment (derived from the PACT Teaching Event): 

1.  In the instruction seen in the clip, how did you further the students’ knowledge and skills and engage them intellectually in understanding the concepts at hand, and in participating in discussion about those concepts?  Provide examples of both general strategies to address the needs of all of your students and strategies to address specific individual needs. (TPEs 1,2,4,5,7,11)

2.  Describe any language supports used in the clip to help your students (including English learners as well as other students struggling with language) understand the content and/or academic language central to the lesson.  If possible, give one or two examples from the clip of how you implemented these supports. (TPEs 4,7)

3.  Describe the strategies you used to monitor student learning during the learning task shown on the video clip.  Cite one or two examples of what students said and/or did in the video clip or in assessments related to the lesson that indicated their progress toward accomplishing the lesson’s learning objectives.   (TPEs 2,3)
