1.  Pre Observation

* The peer being observed should share thoughts on the following questions:

What is the purpose of the lesson/activity?

What questions do I have? 

What kinds of things should the observer focus on during the observation?

What information will be gathered?  How? 

What is the observer’s role in the classroom (i.e. questioning students versus simply observing)?

2.  Observation

* During the observation the observer should take notes, or use whatever information gathering system was agreed upon ahead of time.  

3.  Post Observation Conference

* The observer reflects on data gathered, notes what worked well, and develops a FEW reflective/clarifying questions.  Observer and “observee” discuss the observation, review data, and reflect together. 

Some questions to consider:

What strategies or practices should be continued or extended?

What questions were raised?

What’s next?

You should turn in a bulleted list of the above points to your supervisor by the end of the semester.  Just turn in the form for the observation that was done of your teaching.  You don’t need to give notes about the peer you observe.
