If you wish to go beyond the required portions of the program in integrating the arts into your teaching, we have a limited number of mini-grants of  $25 -$100 to reimburse you for expenses related to your art project. These must be used for consumable materials and supplies or for costs of displaying work that your students have done.  The funds must be expended on children’s work.  No grants will be made for professional development, duplicating, food, or transportation or for items to build your own professional library.

Please submit an application with the following information:

4. Purpose:  What will children learn from the project? Include a statement of how the use of the arts promotes conceptual understanding as opposed to mere embellishment.  What will participants learn about the arts and what do they learn about other content areas?

5. Costs: Prepare an itemized list of projected expenses.

6.  Evaluation:  What evidence will you gather and present to demonstrate the value of this project after it is over? 

7. I agree to submit a brief (1 page) narrative analyzing the work that was done with this grant plus photos or sound clips so that the reader has a good idea of what took place.  Submit both a CD and a hard copy.
